However, the embattled Teamsters wasted no time in firing back, saying later in the day that 
it was prepared to re-run on a record of accomplishment that its representatives said already 
has come to outshine the record the FOP left after representing Metro officers for almost two 
decades.
Now, some two weeks after the arrest by TBI agents of former Metro Police officer and 
current Teamsters organizer Calvin Hullett — the main suspect in an alleged plot to bug an 
FOP outpost — both unions appear to be digging in..
